	STAFF NURSE – ONCOLOGY UNIT
· Administer medications and notes patients’ reaction.
· Observes, makes records and reports of symptoms and condition of patients.

· Sets up medicine trays and equipments, emergency trolley, simple trolley ready for use at all times.

· Nursing care is given for prevention and treatment of bone marrow transplant complications by focusing on assessment, nursing diagnosis outcome identification, planning, treatment and evaluation of patients requiring inpatient care.

· Nursing care activities include comprehensive care of all body systems, assessment and treatment of comfort (pain, nausea/vomiting, temperature imbalance), treatment of fluid and electrolyte abnormalities, administration and management of intensive medication therapies (antibiotics, antivirals, antifungals, growth factors, chemotherapy, immunoglobulins ,immunosuppressant, biological response modifiers and blood products) and early intervention and treatment of common complications/side effects of transplant including mucositis, bowel changes, myelosuppression, graft versus host disease, hemorrhagic cystitis, veno-occlusive disease, tumor lysis syndrome and sepsis.
· Counselling and management of side effect of cytotoxic drug and radiation for the patient and their families.

· Admission and discharging patients.
